which to express the teachings of God's Holy Word.

1. Holy Scriptures:

The Holy Scriptures, Old and New Testaments, are the written Word of God, given by divine inspiration
through holy men of God who spoke and wrote as they were moved by the Holy Spirit. In this Word, God
has committed to man the knowledge necessary for salvation. The Holy Scriptures are the infallible
revelation of His will. They are the standard of character, the test of experience, the authoritative revealer of
doctrines, and the trustworthy record of God's acts in history. (2 Peter 1:20, 21; 2 Tim. 3:16, 17; Ps.
119:105; Prov. 30:5, 6; Isa. 8:20; John 17:17; 1 Thess. 2:13; Heb. 4:12.)

2. Trinity:

NEAL C. WILSON: For some
time we have been considering a
refinement of our Statement on
Fundamental Beliefs. I think you
have that document in your
hands. No doubt you have done
both some studying and some
praying.

trine. This also is unfortunate,
because this never has been and
is not the intention of any study
that has been given to the State-
ment on Fundamental Beliefs.

Some academicians, theolo-
gians, and others have expressed
the fear that this statement was
being developed so that the
church could confront them with
a checklist to determine whether
they shouid be disqualified from
teaching in one of our institutions
of higher education. It is very,
very tragic when these kinds of
rumors begin to develop.

I fully recognize, and am very
willing to admit, that we do need
to use extreme care, including a
wholesome variety of minds with
training and background, to pro-
vide input on this kind of state-
ment. However, [ do not think
anyone should become fright-
ened when the wording of such a
document is studied. Perhaps I
should go one step further and
say that the Seventh-day Ad-

ventist Church does not have a
creed as such. Nothing is set in
concrete in terms of human
words, The time never comes
when any human document can-
not be improved upon. We feel
that every 20, 30, or 50 years it is
a very good thing for us to be
sure we are using the right ter-
minology and approach.

We are not suggesting chang-
ing any belief or doctrine that
this church has held. We have no
interest in tearing up any of the
foundations of historical Ad-
ventism. This document is not
designed to do that, nor to open
the way so that it can be done. It
should be clear that we are not
adding anything nor are we de-
leting anything in terms of his-
torical Adventist theology., We
are trying to express our beliefs
in a way that will be understood
today.

how to embody this concept. 1If
the word baptized is changed to
all  believing Christians, this
problem is still not resolved.

However, this is
one of our fundamental beliefs
that ought not w0 be tampered
with. I suggest an addition to the
third sentence, which reads, *‘He
was inaugurated as our great
High Priest and began His inter-
cessory ministry at the time of
His ascension,” of the following
words, ‘‘which had been pre-

sonally believe that Christ did
begin the firsi-apartment phase of
His ministry in heaven when He
ascended, But great care must be
taken in this wording, because
Ellen White does say very clearly
that when Christ ascended to
heaven He did go also into the
Most Holy Place, as well as the
holy place. A careful study of
these concepts, and particularly
of Hebrews 9, reveals that it is
talking there about the dedi-
cation, among other things, of
the heavenly sanctuary., When
Hebrews uses the example of the
sprinkling of the different pieces
of furniture in the earthly sanc-
tuary and applies it 1o the heav-
enly, it is not referring only to a
first-apartment ministry but 1o the
whole heavenly sanctuary. Our
commiltee noted those state-
ments, and the very illuminatory
statements of Ellen White, We
have worded this article very
carefully so that it does not ex-
clude either or any of ihose con-
cepts that, we understand, hap-
pened when Christ ascended to
heaven. [ hesitate to see us tie
this down to just one aspect. And
I wish we could keep the word-
ing that we have here,

CHARLES UPSHAW: I have
a question on Article 2, ‘“The
Trinity.’" I believe when we first
studied the document the term
was Godhead. My objection to
the use of the word Trinity is the
fact that in many Christian con-
gregations it refers to one God
and also means one person, Yet
in our explanation we refer to
three co-eternal persons, and in
Article 13 we refer to a triune
God. I would like to suggest that
we either change the title to
*“The Godhead’’ or ““The Triune
Godhead.”’

W. DUNCAN EVA: We dis-
cussed this back and forth. We
had both, and we did not like
that. Now we have used one of
them and this isn’t popular. We
had ‘**Godhead’’ in the old Man-
ual and we didn’t like that. I
think it would be better just to

ask the folk to express what they
would prefer. Trinity to me
seems to be a perfectly good

word, even though we don’t like
some of its connotations. Many
other words have connotations
we are not happy with either.

RICHARD HAMMILL: We
used the word Godhead here
earlier because it was a Biblical
term. When we really checked it
in the Greek New Testament, we
found it was not an accurate
translation. The word that ap-
pears in the King James Version
as Godhead is really Deity. Be-
cause it was not a Biblical term,
we felt we should leave this word
that is Biblical, as it is better
understood in the Christian world
at large.
